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PROBLEMS OF ADMINISTRATIVE LEGISLATION
AND WAYS OF THEIR ELIMINATION

A necessary condition for Ukraine's integra-
tion into the economic and social structure of the
EU that is an important issue today is an adapta-
tion of the national legislation to the regulatory
framework of the European Union.

In January 2009, the Parliament of Ukraine
decided to approve the State Program of Adap-
tation of Ukraine to the European Union, which
includes many tasks of the first phase of the Pro-
gram on Ukrainian legislation. This is glossary
development, and research compliance with the
European Union, which includes a mechanism
of adaptation. However, the national legislation
cannot be perfectly adapted until all contradic-
tions existing in it will be eliminated.

Such scientists as Averianov V.B., Kolomoets
T.O., Kolpakov V.K., Kuzmenko VO.V, Halun-
ko V.V. etc. devoted their works to problems of
administrative law. The purpose of this study is
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to examine the existing contradictions in the ad-
ministrative legislation and to determine steps
and ways to overcome them.

The systematization of legislation is objec-
tively a necessary element of the legal activities
of the state, its improvement, strengthening the
legal framework of the state and public life. In
our opinion, codification is a perfect direction of
systematization of administrative law.

Based on the generalized analysis of the cur-
rent administrative legislation of Ukraine and
research of scientists, the author proposes an
approach to solving the problems of administra-
tive law of contradiction, obsolescence, polycen-
tric character of rules, their inability to improve
through a complete codification. To solve the
above problems, the main directions of codifica-
tion and provisions that should be included in the
Administrative Code are proposed.
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
